CHILDREN OF CARL AND LOUISA BRUMMOND

The following are descriptions of the children of Carl and Louisa Brummond as told by Bruce Brummond, and other sources:

Otillia Helene Brummond: Otillia was born in Germany on May 24, 1873.  She was the eldest child of Carl and Louise Brummond and was living with her parents and one sister Mathilda (also known as Tillie) on a farm near Rip Falls, Wisconsin.  She had never had a white dress.  When she became of school age, Otillia said her dearest wish was to have a white dress like some of her friends had.

So one day her mother had a chance to ride into town with the neighbors and she promised to bring home cloth for the white dress.  Otillia was somewhat ill that day and the mother gave Tillie strict orders to stay with her sister all the time she was gone and not go out to play.

Before the mother returned, Otillia grew worse.  The father was at home but was working in a field some distance from the house.  Tillie thought of running to him for aid but because her mother had told her not to leave her sister for a moment she did not do so.

The mother returned home to find Otillia very ill.  A few days later on May 10, 1881, she had died.  But Otillia got her white dress for it was made to bury her in.  The child was buried on the home farm in a fence row.  She was 14 days shy of her 8th birthday.
Mathilda Alvine Brummond: Mathilda (also known as Tillie) was born on August 7, 1876, in Germany.  On July 22, 1897, she married Gusaft Radtke.  They had 14 children: Hildegard, Lillian, Sylvia, Mildred, Sarah, Gladys, Grace, Wesley, Ruby, Harriet, May, Ralph, Eldred, and Ellsworth.  They farmed in the Buffalo Lake area.  
Gusaft died on November 9, 1937.  Mathilda died on April 7, 1969.  Both are buried in Buffalo Lake, Minnesota.  
Deceased child: There was one child that died during or just before the crossing of the Atlantic Ocean in 1878.  No name was given to the child.

Hulda Maria Brummond: Hulda was born on November 21, 1878, in Rip Falls, Wisconsin.  She did not marry and died in her early 20’s on April 19, 1903.  She had suffered from consumption for 10 months.  She is buried in Buffalo Lake, Minnesota.
Emily Augusta Brummond: Emily was born on October 12, 1880, and she never married.  She had left the Buffalo Lake, Minnesota, area 18 years prior to her death, or about 1906.  Emily had been employed in St. Paul, Minnesota, and other locations.  During the last 4 years of her life, she lived in Denver, Colorado.  
On December 18, 1924, Emily, who lived at 410 Twentieth Street in Denver, was an employee of the family living at 1950 Welton Street.  Emily had gone into the bathroom at the home where she was working and she never came out.  At first the coroner thought that she died of natural causes.  But further investigation found her death was caused “from accidental cyanide poisoning caused by inhaling the fumigating gas which was being used in her own or adjoining” apartment as reported by the Hutchinson Leader.  But, the Denver Post states the coroner as stating that rooms directly under the bathroom were being fumigated. 

She was 44 years old and is buried in Buffalo Lake Cemetery, Buffalo Lake, Minnesota.
Paulina Louisa Brummond: Paulina was born on January 26, 1883, in Rip Falls, Wisconsin.  She married John Wallner in July, 1905.  They had one son, Orville Carl.  They farmed near Buffalo Lake, Minnesota.  Orville was known as a good basketball player, and he also played the piano.  John died on July 10, 1957.  Paulina died on March 10, 1973.  Both are buried in Buffalo Lake, Minnesota.
Wilhelm August Brummond: Wilhelm (also known as Bill) was born on July 22, 1884, in Molke Township, Sibley County, Minnesota.  Bill was the oldest boy of the family and left Minnesota early in life to return only for short visits.  At first, he was living in Grant County, South Dakota, working as harness maker.  

He married Rosemond Maude Hortman on October 5, 1920, in Salt Lake City, Utah.  Just prior to his marriage, he was a truck driver for a transport company in Denver, Colorado.   They had no children.  Shortly thereafter, they moved to Port Townsend, Washington.  Bill worked as a traveling salesman selling fountain supplies.  Later, he was a security guard at a local industrial plant. 
Rosemond died on July 21, 1944.  Bill died on August 19, 1964.  Both are buried at Laurel Grove Cemetery in Port Washington.
Carl Frederick Brummond: Carl was born on September 27, 1886, in Molke Township, Sibley County, Minnesota.  Christened as “Carl, Jr.”, he became known as Charles as a child.  As a young man, he moved west to Grant County, South Dakota.  There he was employed as a harness maker.  
On April 8, 1914, he married Elva Caroline Sabin.  They had 3 children: Wayne W, Dale George, and Fay.  Charles and Elva spent most of their married years in South Dakota with Charles continuing as a harness maker in his own shop.
Charles died on October 25, 1928, in Cayuga County, North Dakota.  Elva moved out to Yakima County, Washington, eventually working at a nursing home.  She died on June 15, 1963, in Portland, Oregon.  She is buried in Yakima, Washington.

Frederick Wilhelm Brummond: Frederick was born on November 19, 1888, in Molke Township, Sibley County, Minnesota.  As a teenager, he was an apprentice harness maker.  As a young man, Fred moved to Castlewood, South Dakota, employed as a farm laborer.  

It was there that Fred married Llewellyn Swift on April 22, 1919.  They lived next door to his brother Charles in Castlewood, Hamlin County, South Dakota, and they had 3 children: DeMaris Acquin, James O, and Byron H.  Fred was a truck driver delivering gas and oil.  Both are buried in Los Angeles, California.
The family would eventually move to California.  Fred died in Long Beach, California, on April 9, 1971.  Llewellyn died on May 12, 1972, also in Long Beach (SSI says she died on May 15th).  Both are buried in Los Angeles, California.

Baby Brummond: This child died at childbirth on October 13, 1889.  No other information is known.
Heinrich Christopher Julius Brummond: Heinrich, or Henry, was born September 7, 1890, in Gibbon, Sibley County, Minnesota.  Henry did not finish high school.  After his father died of an apparent suicide, and the local Lutheran church refused burial, Henry refused to belong to an organized church.  Nevertheless, he would like to read from his bible every Sunday.

On March 30, 1916, Henry married Kathryn Carmen Smith.  They had one child, Winton Bruce, who eventually changed his name to just Bruce.  

In his early years, he worked for Stern’s Lumber Company in Buffalo Lake, Minnesota.  He also operated an ice cream shop in Buffalo Lake for awhile.  After Bruce was born, the family moved to the Dwight McEwen Farm in Boon Lake, Renville County, Minnesota.  Dwight’s father, Bowman McEwen, was a civil war veteran.  Henry worked as a laborer on the McEwen farm. 

In 1921, the family moved to Hutchinson, Minnesota.  For a while, Henry worked for the D. E. Kerr Coal and Electric Company delivering coal.  He also worked for Eric Fratzke as a bricklayer.  Additionally, he worked for Chris Christensen as a brick layer until his retirement.  

He belonged to the Odd Fellows Club for some 60 years, and would sometimes be the janitor of the building.

Henry died on December 19, 1985, in Hutchinson, McLeod County, Minnesota.  Kathryn died on April 17, 1999, also in Hutchinson.  Both are buried in Oakland Cemetery, Hutchinson, Minnesota.
Herbert Edwin Brummond: Herbert was born on February 25, 1892, in Gibbon, Sibley County, Minnesota.  As a teenager, Herb worked as a helper at a produce store.  Herb served as a private first class in the army and served in the American Expeditionary Force in France during World War I.  
In 1922, Herb married Jennie Olson, and they had one son, LeJeune.  He named his son after a general that Herb served under during the war.  Herb worked for a time in Benson, which is northwest of Willmar, Minnesota.  In later years, he lived in Redwing, Minnesota.  Herb would eventually be divorced from Jennie and married again.  After Herb’s divorce, LeJeune, who was only a couple of years old, stayed for a few months with the Henry Brummond family while Herb was searching for a job.  
Herb’s first wife, Jenny, died on August 12, 1998.  She is buried in Woodland Cemetery, Sioux Falls, South Dakota.  Herb died in Hennepin County, Minnesota, on February 16, 1972.  His second wife, Molly, died on December 10, 1981.  Both are buried in Fort Snelling National Cemetery, Minneapolis, Hennepin County, Minnesota.
Otto Helmuth Brummond: Otto was born on September 2, 1894, in Gibbon, Sibley County, Minnesota.  Otto married Adaline Laura Koppman on February 26, 1920.  They had 2 chilren: Dallas H and Irene.  Otto served in the army during World War I.  They farmed and lived in the Hendricks, Minnesota, area.  Otto died on April 21, 1982, in Lincoln County, Minnesota.  Adaline died on June 21, 1988, also in Lincoln County.  Both are buried in Hendricks, Lincoln County, Minnesota.
Johanis Daniel Brummond: Johanis, or John, was born on September 29, 1895, in Gibbon, Sibley County, Minnesota.  John married Marjorie McCurdy, and they had one daughter, Jean.  He was a short-order cook in Watertown, South Dakota.  They eventually moved to Medford, Oregon.  John and his wife finally settled in Lake Oswego, Oregon, where John died on November 11, 1971.
Edgar R. Brummond: Edgar was born on October 8, 1896, in Gibbon, Sibley County, Minnesota.  He served in the army during World War I.  

On August 13, 1929, Edgar married Violet Meisel.  They had no children and lived in Watertown, South Dakota.    Edgar made harnesses for horses.  He also repaired shoes.  Later, he changed his occupation to an Investors Syndicate salesman.  
Edgar died on May 17, 1971, in Watertown, South Dakota (USVA says he died on May 18th).  Violet died on March 28, 1980, in Watertown.  Both are buried in Mount Hope Cemetery, Watertown, South Dakota.
Rudolph A. Brummond: Rudolph, or Rudy, was born on December 17, 1897, in Sibley County, Minnesota.  Rudy married and had no children.  He served in the military during World War I along the Mexican border.  After the war, he was stationed for a time at Camp Lewis, Pierce County, Washington.  For a while, he drove a cab in Chicago and also played the trumpet.  Rudy died on September 28, 1972.  He is buried at the Jefferson Barracks National Cemetery in St. Louis, Missouri.

Rose Elizabeth Brummond: Rose was born on May 7, 1899, in Hector, Renville County, Minnesota.  Rose married Harry Helland on November 26, 1920.  They had four children: Harley Harry, Edwin Dwight, Harriet DeMae and Jean Karen.  They farmed in the area near Clear Lake, South Dakota.  Harry died on November 17, 1963, in Watertown, Codington County, South Dakota.  Rose died on October 13, 1985, also in Watertown.  They are buried in Clear Lake, South Dakota.
